The future Télémixte will open a new chapter in the 

history of the line between Verbier and Savoleyres.  

As part of the development plans for the resort for 

all four seasons, this new installation will combine  

gondolas and chairlifts. It will provide smooth, seamless 

connections, increased comfort and an overall expe-

rience adapted to the needs of our customers.

Following the first season of operation of the Les Pla-

nards-Savoleyres section, the project now enters its 

final stage with the completion of the Les Esserts- 

Les Planards section. This is where the full dimension 

of the project will become apparent, with the arrival 

of the gondolas and the installation of the Télémixte’s  

hybrid concept.

With almost 60 gondolas and 30 chairlifts, it will offer  

a capacity of up to 2,650 people per hour on the  

second section, and 1,650 on the first. 

This will greatly enhance the connections on this 

strategic line, not only for skiers but also for hikers and 

bikers during the summer.

This summer will also mark the retirement of the legen-

dary Savoleyres gondolas, which have been running 

for over half a century. In operation since 1970, this is 

the last Giovanola lift still in use in Switzerland. For so 

many visitors and locals, it evokes memories of time 

spent on the slopes as well as with family and friends.

Follow the evolution of the project over the coming 

months and watch the transformation of this iconic 

section of Verbier.

A page is turning gently and a brand new chapter is 

beginning, with the clear aim of welcoming the first 

passengers for Christmas 2026.

New this summer: the Verbier Express will operate  

a direct service from Geneva airport to Le Châble every 

weekend from 27 June to 13 September.

Two trains will run on Saturdays and Sundays, pro-

viding an easy journey to Verbier at a reduced price,  

without the inconvenience of taking the car.

With the RailAway offer, passengers on the Verbier  

Express will also be entitled to 30% off a day pass for 

pedestrians in Verbier, and up to 70% off the rail ticket.
